Over the last two decades, we have
seen Spotsylvania grow and prosper, and have watched and supported new industries come into
the County, including our newest neighbor the Lidl Distribution Center. We have enjoyed being a
part of the Spotsylvania community and have appreciated the support we have received from the
Board of Supervisors over the years as we have evolved and grown.

Now we are writing to express our support for another potential economic development project for
Spotsylvania — sPower’s Spotsylvania Solar Energy Center. This project will bring new industry,
new green jobs and new investment to the county.
